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Gatwick Airport — 2"% Runway?

It is fortunate that Hurstpierpoint is twenty miles directly south of Gatwick Airport as this distance and position relieve

our village from much of the aircraft noise and other environmental issues. However, there is always the possibility of

a second main runway after the legal agreement with WSCC runs out in 2019. What could this mean for Hurstpierpoint
if the runway became a reality?

Gatwick believes that the existing runway can grow capacity from
its current 34 million passengers a year to 45 million and will see it
through to the mid-2020s. A second runway would allow capacity to
grow to 70 million passengers a year.

Provided a second runway is built parallel to the existing main
runway, aircraft traffic flows in and out of the airport will most likely
remain in the same directions as at present. This means that aircraft
taking off from Gatwick will seldom overfly Hurstpierpoint. The
drone of aircraft arriving and possibly holding over Hurstpierpoint
will obviously increase. The adjacent photograph shows the current
main runway on the left and an auxiliary runway on the right. A new
runway is most likely to be placed left (south) of the main runway.

More aircraft and passenger traffic will mean more hotels, more
cars, more jobs, more demand for housing. It is cars and housing that are going to affect Hurstpierpoint in the long
term as the airport area philosophy for Mid Sussex towns and villages is, “we supply the jobs and you supply the
dormitories”. So add this to our present day issues on housing and we can see the problem is not going to go away.
Our towns will need to seriously consider the increased use of multi storey dwellings to accommodate the housing
demand and prevent the over use of countryside and villages to meet that demand.

Neighbourhood Plan

Under the previous Government, housing requirements were calculated at a national level and targets were set for
each regional planning authority (RPA). The RPA would then divide the housing target between each local planning
authority (LPA) ours being Mid Sussex District Council (MSDC).

The current Coalition Government is in the process of abolishing regional planning and regional planning targets as a
consequence of the Localism Bill, but an EC Directive required that the Strategic Environmental Assessments could not
be revoked unless the environmental assessments were re-established at a local level. This requirement meant the
updating of the assessments and further consultation. Consequently, the Government has now confirmed that the
Regional Strategy for the South East of England will be revoked immediately after the current parliamentary recess
ends on 25" February2013.

This means that MSDC can now make progress on its District Plan which will set the planning strategy for Mid Sussex
up to 2031. Despite the abolition of housing targets, MSDC will still have to set aside enough land to satisfy housing
demand. This housing target will need to be based on evidence in order to be approved by the Planning Inspector. The
previous regional housing figure allocated to MSDC was 17,100 but now that MSDC has control the figure it
recommends is around 10,600 dwellings over the 20 year period. Town and Parish Neighbourhood Plans will now need
to be fed into MSDC’s District Plan. The delay in revocation had held up the Neighbourhood Plan process but now it
can be finalised and then submitted to MSDC and others for approval and hopefully be put to the electorate of
Hurstpierpoint & Sayers Common in the form of a referendum in the autumn of 2013.




A House of Special Interest ¢ Wickham House.

Wickham House is one of our treasured village houses being
timber framed and of Tudor origin (16" century). It would have
had a thatched roof in its early days. As changes were made to
the house it came to have three windows which were all at the
front of the house with two at the ground floor level. The upper
window was part of a jetty or parapet structure that was
eventually banned due to known collapses onto pedestrians. The
main door was on the east side of the house where the garage is
today.

In 1739 the rear of the house was extended and two bricklayers,
TB and MS, initialed and dated a brick each which they then
included into the wall build. It was probably during this time
period that the present front door and windows were installed
with a ceiling to separate the ground and first floors. The loft
floor was used for the storage of grain when one of the residents
was a grain merchant. High on the east wall is a doorway where
a pulley would have been installed for lifting grain into this loft area.

The reason that Wickham House has been picked as a house of special interest is because the front of the house is not
brickwork but mathematical tiles. Brick and slate became the new form of outer structure of buildings, especially after
the fire of London, and many timber framed buildings in Hurstpierpoint (Danny, Mansion House, New Inn, etc.) had
brick or rendered facades introduced to cover the existing wattle and daub. Mathematical tiles were more affordable
than bricks but gave the same outward appearance. The tiles were most likely made at Keymer and were fixed to the
building by the use of wooden battens in the same way we do today with our roof and hanging tiles. In the measured
gap between the tiles was inserted a limestone mortar. In the case of Wickham House the ‘quoins’ at the edge of the
front wall are made of wood. Across the road at the Mansion House they are made of stone. Mathematical tiles would
certainly keep out the wind and rain and improve the comfort of the house and its longevity.

Gift Aid

This Gift Aid from HMRC is
Government encouragement to the public at large to support charities whenever they can do so and the Gift Aid is
effectively some of your Income or Capital Gains tax, already paid, being handed over to the one or more of your
favourite charities.

For the Society to obtain this Gift Aid it has to make a yearly claim to HMRC. The Society needs to show the amount of
the Gift and name the Taxpayer. If the person providing the Gift is not a taxpayer the Society cannot make a claim for
Gift Aid, so the Society needs to be sure of your status.

HMRC requires each Taxpayer to makea 5 S Of | Nbafiiriogdgr fotithe Society to claim Gift Aid the Taxpayer must
pay suffitent Income Tax and/or Capit&@lains Taxo cover all Gifts given to charities and community amateur sports
clubs, in any tax year, where a claim to HMRC will be rhgidhe charity or sports cltibCouncil Tax and VAT do not
count. The Declaration will cover both present and future gifts. Members are asked to review their tax paying status
